Jonah 1:1-3 (ESV)

"Now the word of the LORD came to Jonah the son

of Amittai, saying, 2"Arise, go to Nineveh, that great
city, and call out against it, for their evil has come up

before me!”3But Jonah rose to flee to Tarshish from
the presence of the LORD. He went down to Joppa

and found a ship going to Tarshish. So he paid the fare

and went on board, to go with them to Tarshish, away
from the presence of the LORD.

Introduction

1.

Jonah is one of the Minor Prophets in the Old
Testament.

Jonah prophesied during the reign of Jeroboam
Il who ruled in Israel, the northern kingdom,
from 782-753 B.C.

Nineveh sat on the east bank of the Tigris

River about 220 miles north of present-day
Baghdad and over 500 miles northeast of Israel.
The hearers of this book knew in their minds
that Nineveh stood for the essence of human
self-exaltation and anti-God power. It was the
capital of Assyria, an evil empire.

Study Questions

1.

Share what you know about Jonah. Read
together the entire book of Jonah.

Given the context, what title would you choose
for this section? (vv. 1-3)

Why was Jonah being sent to Nineveh? (v. 2)

Why should God care? And if He does, what
does this reveal about our God?

What do you know about the role of a prophet?
How is Jonah's situation unique? (v. 2)

How did Jonah respond to the command? (v. 3)

Read 1 Kings 17:8-10. Discuss the similarities
and the differences.

How far did Jonah go in defying God's
command? (v. 3)

Where is Tarshish? (Google it.)

Read Isaiah 66:19. How might this passage
make clearer Jonah's intent in v. 37

Application

How are you now selectively hearing what God
has to say to you?

How is selectively hearing worse than not
hearing at all?

What are the things in your life that evokes your
desire to rise and “flee from the presence of the
Lord"?

Rely on the one who obeyed God’s command
perfectly and came to preach and live the

Gospel for our sake. Focus on Christ this week and
listen to everything he said to us through his word.
