And the LORD spoke to the fi sh, and it vomited Jonah 
out upon the dry land.

Sermon Notes

Introduction:

“The fi rst and possibly most fundamental 
characteristic of divine grace is that it presupposes 
sin and guilt. Grace has meaning only when men are 
seen as fallen, unworthy of salvation, and liable to 
eternal wrath.”

—Dr. C. Samuel Storms, “The Grandeur of God,” 1984

Time and again, we run to our Tarshish chasing 
after our idols. But God is so gracious and loving. 
Though we deserve death and the full extent of his 
wrath, He gave us His Son Jesus Christ, who paid 
the price in full. Realize the meaning of this grace 
this week.

This bible study will be extremely introspective. 
Approach it with honesty and courage and 
be determined for God to transform your life. 
Everyone holds tightly to their Tarshish. What is 
yours?

Study Questions:

1. How to Identify Your Tarshish:

a. Review Jonah’s response to God’s command 
to go to Nineveh. Is there hesitation, 
refl ection, or remorse in his steps? Where is 
his heart as he heads for Tarshish? 

b. How do you respond to God’s command 
to follow? Are you moving towards God or 
away from God?

Is there hesitation, refl ection, or remorse 
in your steps as you move towards or away 
from God? 

2. Closer Inspection:

a. Pick three things you are most passionate 
about. Are they pointing you towards God or 
away from God?

Identify that one thing you always return to 
that causes you guilt when you think about 
God?

b. Is Jonah acting like a free man in the 
passage? Why or why not?

Do you live as a freed person through Christ 

or are you still in bondage to the Tarshish in 
your life?

c. Read again Chapter 2: Jonah’s prayer from the 
belly of the fi sh.

How is he and how did he get there?

What promise, if any, does he make with God? 
(v. 2:2-9)

How did he make his escape? (v. 2:10)

d. What will it take for you to turn from your 
Tarshish? Do you want to?

Application:

You may not know where God wants you to go 
but it is much easier to tell where God doesn’t 
want you to go (Tarshish). They often serve as 
distractions from hearing God properly.

Search hard this week the areas in your life where 
God needs to have you vomited out. Then make 
the promise of living your life that focuses on 
worshiping God in and through your service to 
Him. He will give you clarity.
